AV for Snow and Ice — Coming Soon!




VTT, a technical research center in Finland has
launched what is claimed to be the first
autonomous car to have successfully
driven on a real, snow-covered road.
The car, called the Martti, reached
speeds of up to 25 mph on a road in
Muonio. The vehicle uses cameras,
antennas, sensors, and three laser
sensors that detect the environment ahead.
Researchers at VTT are experimenting with changing
the detection wavelengths of the optical components
to refine the performance of the vehicle. While others
have experimented with autonomous control in
various weather conditions, this is believed to be the
first live-traffic trial of an autonomous vehicle in snow
conditions.
