USDOT to Seek Input on CAV Policy and
Regulations

The US Department of Transportation will soon publish four
requests for public comment on how to cast aside roadblocks for

transportation advancements in vehicles, trains, buses,
commercial trucking, and transit systems.  Transportation

Secretary Elaine Chao noted that "Right now there are too many
outdated transportation rules, terms, and concepts that no longer
apply to an automated world."  NHTSA, the FTA, and FHWA will

all seek public input on how driverless transportation modes
should be accommodated on US Highways and in other modal

capacities across the country.  Comments received will be used
to develop the third iteration of the department's Federal

Automated Vehicle Policy, which should be released Summer of
2018.
